3. A -  Matters arising from the Ladies Committee Meeting

· Mens Lombard Trophy 7.4.19 – JS has offered to help if necessary
· Marguerita  27.4.19 – help for this will be sought after the next Ladies Committee meeting
13. Correspondence 
There was no correspondence
14. AOB
· Interclub League [ICL] – Bream have approached JS about joining the league matches in 2020 as they now have a larger ladies section and can field the necessary teams. The committee agreed unanimously. We will now have to wait to hear if the other league clubs agree. AG – to reply to JS - Chair ICL
Currently there are 17 teams taking part, with 3 divisions. If  Bream join this will increase the number of teams to 18, with 6 in each of the 3 divisions. It was suggested it would be better to keep the current system of 2 teams going up, and 2 teams going down at the end of the season.

· 25th Anniversary Competition at Wheathill 25.9.19. This will be a 2x3 ball Bowmaker Competition together with one individual Stapleford –each team consisting of 7 members. To be eligible, each player must have played at least 3 league matches. The costs will be £84 per team to include a green fee of £8 and prizes. As Wheathill members will also have to pay the green fee, the committee unanimously decided the section would cover the £8 green fee for the Wheathill team members, leaving an entry fee of £4 per individual player. AG will  make sure as many ladies as possible, who wish to play league matches, are picked for at least 3 matches so that they will be eligible for selection
· Lavender Cottage – MB has kindly offered to keep the stocks for Lavender Cottage readily available in the changing room. New glass in the broken window is to be fitted next week.
· Ladies Competitions – due to the increasing number of competitions held throughout the year it has become difficult to fit in all the different matches. Individual competitions were discussed to see if they could be dropped or held on alternate years. Only competitions which were introduced by members who are no longer with us would be eligible for exclusion. The following competitions were discussed:
Salymeg – this is the only texas scramble and is held during the week so will remain
Celee and Marguerita – these used to be held at the weekend or during the week on alternate years, which was felt to be a good idea
Newton – this has become a qualifying competition and will remain.
Ping – the rules have changed which should make it fairer this year, so should remain
Owl Tropy – it was unanimously agreed to drop this competition. The Newton would then be moved to October which would give a further qualifier at the end of the year.

New Gross Medal Trophy – it was agreed that a new trophy will need to be purchased ?AG
· May Medal  26.5.19. The medal that was due to be played on May 26th will now be played on May 5th. This is due to a clash of dates with the Rogers cup, and the May medal is the qualifier for the Dickinson Trophy, a county, silver players competition.
· Medal Competitions – AG reported she had received three replies regarding the suggested new format for the medal competitions. All comments have been noted and this will be reviewed again at the end of the year – ongoing
· MB – The Ladies Wheathill Open is now on Empire and she has already received a few entries from other clubs

· Committee meetings – AG suggested a further meeting should be held in January due to the large number of items on the February agenda following the Christmas break. It was decided to review this after the AGM when it will be clearer how many items there will be for discussion in the New Year - ongoing
· SH – it was suggested it would be helpful for new players if a list of the commonest rules was drawn up and distributed to all lady members. 

· All committee members to email AG a minimum of 5 rules, making clear how they  vary between competitions and social play. A list of around 10 of the commonest rules will then be distributed.
