            Andy McDougal joined us at the beginning of the meeting to chat through diary options.

His role is to help facilitate fixture bookings, to ensure an appropriate number of fixtures on any one day. He requested as much advance notice as possible.

Gunnar Ovland has already prepared 80-90% of the calendar. Missing information include Interclub League, Friendly, County and Somerset Senior Ladies matches
A link will soon be made available to see which fixtures have already been booked in. 
Transfer of dates data should be automatic for all sections.
We were reminded that any catering requirements should also be considered, and checked with Vicky.

In principle, there is a first come first served principle for scheduling. If a match follows a competition, it should start > 1pm, with no matches scheduled after principle events.

Each diary costs @ £6.50 to produce, the costs currently being covered by sponsorship.
