Following the success of the more flexible stableford it has been decided to operate two stableford weeks per month next year. This will start in March and run through to October. Ladies may enter as many cards as they like during a stableford week. Only the best card will count for prizes. Hopefully this will encourage the ladies to continue entering plenty of cards.

On 2nd November the new world handicapping system (WHS) will go live. Everyone will be provided with a handicap index calculated from the best 8 of their last 20 cards. There is a formula for calculating handicaps using less than 20 cards. Most of our ladies have already reached the required number for optimum handicap maintenance.

The handicap index is used to calculate the course handicap. The Wheathill ladies red tee course slope rating is 124. The course handicap is calculated as Handicap index x (slope rating / 113).

A lady with a handicap index of 20.4 would have a course handicap of 22 at Wheathill. If that lady were to go to Long Sutton (134) she would have a course handicap of 24 while at Wedmore (126) it would be 23 and Mendip Spring (137) 25.

There will be more information posted around the club over the next few weeks and we do have all winter to get used to the new arrangements.
