Our first League match is away at Mendip on Thursday May 4th, followed later in the month by our second match, also away, on Monday 22nd May at Minehead.

11.  Junior Section Report

SB Reported:
The junior team participated in their first Somerset Junior Development League match at Burnham and Berrow golf club. It was a tough course for all four of the team with only one member having played on a links course before. But it was a very enjoyable day; a great experience and friendships were forged. The next match is in May at the Isle of Wedmore.

The Wheathill match is on the 25th June teeing off at 1pm. Food will be provided to all junior players prior to the start and a tee off time will also be available for the four junior organisers.

The £500 SGU funding has been secured and Martin Liley has scheduled 10 coaching sessions every two weeks through the main golf season. The first group lesson took place on 9th April and was attended by five juniors followed by a stableford competition. As previously stated the proposal includes 4 individual coaching sessions for each of the six junior members identified at this stage.

We agreed to continue not charging an entry fee for junior competitions but we would like to provide a small prize fund of £4 for the winner and £2 for second place.
12. AOB
a. Score Cards

CW reported that the Dave Mason ruling mandating that unless the markers name is on the scorecard, the player is disqualified. This was discussed at length and it was agreed that players are to be encouraged to include the markers name to assist the competitions secretaries in resolving card issues, this applies to all sections, players will not be disqualified if the markers name is missing from the card.
This change overrides and supersedes the Dave Mason Ruling.

This change was proposed by CW and seconded by SBa and unanimously agreed by the committee.

At the next issue of scorecards provision will be made for the inclusion of the markers name.

b. Men’s Medals and Stablefords

AE is insisting that the men’s section continue to pay a 5% of medal and stableford entry fees to the Pro Shop.
