· Renovations for autumn are in planning with a view to being done in September weather permitting. 
11. Ladies’ Section Report
SBa reported: 
The first round of the Rogers Cup was played in atrocious conditions at Cannington on the May Monday Bank Holiday. Unfortunately we lost 

5-2 this score does not reflect the battle that was fought by Joan, Ann G and Sue H. They all took their matches to the last hole. 

The league matches were a bit of a mixed bunch winning at home against Stockwood Vale 5-2 but losing away at Cricket St Thomas 4-3. So far we have played four, won three and lost one. We have 16points.  Mendip has played four won two and lost two and have 17points, Stockwood Vale have played five won three (home matches) and lost two and they have 19 points, so it is still quite close. Our next match is away against Stockwood Vale on 7th July.

The Mixed Charity Bowmaker took place last weekend and despite the low turnout there was a good atmosphere and everyone seemed to enjoy themselves. The money raised on the day was £1899 - £1575 from tee sponsorship, £180 from entrance fee and £144 from the raffle. I’d like to thank the following people for their support on the day – Joan Stone, Sandra Bradshaw and Howard Bamping. The ladies sections were also very generous with their contributions towards the raffle.

The Friendly against Orchardleigh on 5th June was postponed due to adverse weather conditions, and is in the process of being rearranged.

28 pairs have entered for the Mixed Open so because of the low numbers the closing date for entries has been extended to Friday 30th June. 40% of the field are from away clubs.
