10. County Delegate’s Report 
I attended a county delegate meeting on Monday 24th May via zoom.

The meeting opened with an appeal for ladies to join the committee in the roles of Secretary, Assistant competition secretary and junior committee member. Next year the committee will require a junior organiser and a southwest representative.

The new online only entry system for county competitions with BACS payment is working well.  They would like more entries for the 50+ championships which will be at Brean on 15th July. 

The southwest inter counties match week will be held at Bristol & Clifton from 5th – 7th July this year. Supporters are welcome.

All clubs in Somerset have now achieved SafeGolf certification.

Lots of clubs reported that they are having problems retaining lady members. They are getting older and the clubs are having problems recruiting new members. Long Sutton and Wedmore reported that their memberships are higher than ever. 

Some clubs now have or are working towards the Women in Golf charter run by England Golf.

Some of the older ladies are thought to be struggling with the technology particularly with using their phones for entering scores. It was reported that clubs should be able to allow members to use a PSI providing people do not crowd around it. Everyone also needs to ensure that their phone apps are up to date.

All clubs are finding that fewer ladies are playing medals. From next year the England Golf Medal competition is expected to be replaced with a stableford and qualification will be via both medal and stableford rounds.
