 B – Report from the Main Committee Meeting [August]
The Senior Captains board is almost ready and will be finished soon. 

 Pete Dunford is to purchase a 2 part power line adapter to boost the Wi-Fi signal in the clubhouse.

 Dave Gregory reported poor etiquette and lack of abidance to the rules of golf, particularly in the seniors. Mike Stayner is to produce an information sheet, which has now been put on various notice boards.

 There continues to be discussion about replacing or mending the flagpole

 The rules applying to supplementary cards is to be added to the web site. After my request for a 9 hole course to be put in place, it has been agreed by Somerset Golf and is now operational.

 It was agreed that buggies can be used by members with long term conditions , with medical certificates, but short term use can be at the captain`s discretion.

Ginnette Stewart is keen to try some dummy hawks in an attempt to protect the greens The average cost is £30.

F.A.O Main Committee 

I would like to raise the issue of Standard Scratch Adjustment/Equalisation Shots, with the Committee, and how we can make Members better understand how this ruling works.

There has always been a lot of 'banter' about 'courtesy shots' and now, at least, most of the Men's Section have actually started calling them Adjustment Shots. However it was obvious, at the Team Captain's Challenge, that a good number of the men do not understand how this system works - or even how their own handicaps are calculated. 

As the competition came towards the end (and it was obvious that it was going to be a close finish) I  was involved in a good natured 'discussion' with Avalon C players about the scoring system and there was a lot of friendly ribbing, particularly as Pete Moxham was in Avalon C's final pairing. That was all good fun and normal between 2 competitive teams, regardless of gender. When the result was known there were handshakes exchanged  and an acknowledgement that Ladies Section had all played well.

However, after the presentation, I was confronted by someone (not from Avalon C), whom I would normally have considered a friend, who was extremely angry and quite verbally aggressive about the fact that the Ladies' Section  didn't deserve to win - because of the Adjustment Shots. It was pointless trying to reason with this 'gentleman' as he obviously had no understanding of what a SSS was or which tee the Men should be playing off - and wasn't in any frame of mind to listen to an explanation....... so I just walked away.

What disappoints me most is that, because of a lack of understanding, some of the men just couldn't accept that the Ladies Team just played better on the day. Surely they can see that if we had an 'unfair advantage' - we would win every year......and that is far from the case. Sadly it left a sour taste on what, up till then, had been a fantastic day.

For me, one of the great things about Wheathill Golf Club is the way the Men's and Ladies' Sections come together for mixed competitions - and long may that continue. 

I would therefore request that you take steps to make everyone aware of the Congu ruling, whether that be with notices on the boards, emails or however you see fit, so that we can play golf together without an undercurrent of resentment.

I only hope that the new World Handicapping and Slope systems coming in next year makes things better.......but some how I doubt it!
