There will be a meeting for Somerset clubs updating WHS progress on October 23rd run by England Golf  at Long Sutton GC . The club will be able to send 3 representatives.
AG to email Pete Dunford about attending this meeting.
9. County Delegate’s Report 
I attended the September county delegates meeting at The Mendip.

The county treasurer explained that the county dues of £19 are made up as follows:

· £9 to England Golf

· £7 to SLCGA

· £3 for county cards

Next year the due will increase to £19.50 with the additional 50p going to England golf to provide funding for juniors.  Junior funding has been reinstated by England Golf so the £1000 previously provided by the SLCGA has been returned.

The county competitions organiser was pleased to announce that a replacement has finally been found. Jane Pitcher, the current competitions organiser, will stay on for another year to show her the ropes. 

Competition dates for next year are now on the website. There are to be some changes. The Fowler Brooches will be a 4BBB. The Dickenson and Barlow cups will be played on the same day. Silver and Bronze competitors will be able to play in the same group although they will not be playing quite the same format. The Fowler Lock medal will be a greensome stableford. Entry fees will increase next year as clubs require higher green fees.

Entries for the Rogers Cup must be received by 31st December. The draw will be at the January meeting. Clubs are reminded that if you both have a bye in the first round the match can be played from 1st April.

We had a very interesting talk from the county course assessor, Susie Gibbons. To date there are only 2 courses left to rate and 2 more for final adjustment. Current measurement certificates must be less than 10 years old which is delaying 2 further courses. Otherwise Somerset is one of the counties furthest ahead in assessment.

Susie went on to explain how the assessment process works. Measurements are taken based upon a scratch and bogey golfer, for ladies this is a 24 handicapper. The affects of roll, layup, wind and elevation on the length of a course are assessed. The effects of obstacles such as topography, fairway slope, green target, rough, bunkers, crossing obstacles, lateral obstacles, trees and green surface are also all assessed. The results are put into a computer program which will then provide a slope score for the course. I have more notes and information if anyone is interested.

The county handicap advisor confirmed that the new handicapping system has been delayed until November 2020. There is information on the website whs.com. The county, in association with England Golf, is running a workshop on Wednesday 23rd October at Long Sutton, 3 people are invited from each club.

We were informed by their delegate that Long Sutton is now under new ownership.
