2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The Minutes of the meetings held on 21st March and 18th April 2018 were accepted as an accurate record.

3. Matters arising from the main Committee Meeting held 25th April  2018
• After paying out all expenses so far and allowing for other planned expenditure the club treasurer had a small sum of money available to be distributed between the sections. The main committee voted to retain the money in the central account. All sections can approach the main committee if experiencing financial issues.

• The topic of team colours was discussed. The designated Wheathill colours are white shirts and blue bottoms. Avalon A are still wearing red shirts and beige bottoms from several seasons ago and the ladies green shirts and blue bottoms. The cost to players of replacing both shirt and bottoms was mentioned. It was decided that all teams may choose their own shirt colour provided they are purchased through Andrew England and the Wheathill logo is used. Blue or beige bottoms may be worn and navy blue jumpers will stay the same. This year Wheathill have 2 teams in the same division of the Avalon League and 2 teams in the same division of the 3 Counties League, allowing them to wear different colours will make the separate teams more identifiable during matches.
4. Lady Captain’s Report
Well the weather is tremendous but in typical British fashion it is all or nothing, with no significant rainfall for the past 2 weeks the greenstaff are battling a new set of issues. My thanks go to Sue Bamping, Pam Frith, Linda Johnson, Joan Stone and Ann Gates for their help to ensure the day ran smoothly.  Thanks also to Howard Bamping, David Eynon and Colin Johnson for providing the finishing touches. The first Wheathill Silver Jubilee salvers were awarded to the winners Lesley Wills and Liz Lyon with a staggering 47 points. Sue Ovland and Joce Dunevein took second place with 42 points on countback to Anne Scott and Dawn Gilbert.  This competition made a small profit of £37.50 to go to the Ladies section and £70 from the raffle to The Grand Appeal in aid of Bristol Children’s Hospital.

Janette Stewart and Sue Harrop were unfortunately knocked out of the Daily Mail Foursomes by The Mendip last Sunday. We thank them for representing Wheathill and progressing as far as they did reaching the 3rd round.

On Monday 21st May I attended the Somerset Ladies County Golf Association general meeting at Wedmore GC. I will read my report of this under item 9 of tonight’s agenda.

 Yesterday was the first evening roll-up, myself and 2 others attended and played 11 holes. It was a beautiful evening and we enjoyed our golf. One lady was a new member last year and we gave her lots of encouragement to help boost her confidence, she can play but playing more often would improve her game. 

Not realising that several of our members were selected for a Somerset Senior Ladies match, I offered Worlebury Monday 11th June to play our Rogers Cup match. Worlebury will not agree to changing the date as it had already been agreed. I am doing my best to secure a reasonable team but I will have to include some lower handicap bronze players although the rules state handicap up to 30 are eligible to play. I will leave it to the team to arrange their own caddies.

My efforts are now directed at arranging the Mixed Charity Bowmaker aka Wrong Trousers day on Sunday 24th June. The mixed teams must include at least 1 lady, please consider entering this competition, there are already 2 teams on the board looking for a lady to join them.

9. County Delegate’s Report 
Due to Linda Johnson being at the Somerset Past Captains away weekend I attended the county meeting in her place.

The South west Inter Counties match week is to be held 2nd -6th July at St Enodoc GC, Cornwall we are all invited to attend to support and watch the County team in action. 

Results and photos of recent county events can be found on the website. 

Spring 2020 sees the introduction of the Worldwide Handicapping system to the UK. All handicaps will be reassessed by the software based on the players previous 20 qualifying cards submitted. We are to encourage ladies to complete as many medal and stableford cards as they can. The calculation of the CSS will also be adjusted.  There have been some workshop sessions held for handicap secretaries and more are planned. Due to a communication issue many clubs thought these workshops were for men only and did not invite the ladies to send a representative. 

2 more course assessors have completed training increasing the team to 6 people. The assessment of all courses for slope index is ongoing.

There are several rules being introduced to increase the speed of play, these will come into effect on 1st Jan 2019 and will be written into the R&A rule book.

There is a silver open meeting at Saltford on 16th August and a bronze meeting at Worlebury on 8th August. The Fowler Lock greensomes is at Isle of Wedmore on 14th September. 

An extension to winter rules was given by England Golf due to the recent very wet weather. Clubs may at their discretion extend winter rules up to 31st May 2018.

The new handicapping system was discussed. 
The possibility of splitting into two divisions was raised, but it was felt the handicapping system should ensure a level playing field.

It was also noted that during this Silver Jubilee Year, there are silver medals in addition to the normal prizes.

Two issues were raised:
1. Is it equitable for high and low handicaps to play in the same competition?
2. Would it be preferable for members new to golf to play with a lower handicap player so that rules can be explained and adhered to whilst playing? 

The following points were agreed:

1. Each member will only be allowed to win one silver Jubilee medal in total this year

2. If anyone wins more than one medal, they will be given the choice of the usual medal or prize money as before

3. New players with high handicaps should play with an established member with handicap under 30 for the first 4 medal/stableford competitions

4. All committee members offered to play with new members. 

KJ to act as liaison to facilitate

5. This will be reappraised at the end of the year
· Supplementary cards.

There was a discussion about supplementary cards and whether they count as qualifiers. Congu rules suggest they can, but there was concern that they are not done under qualifying conditions. It was acknowledged that the ladies section has authority to set its own rules regarding who can win silverware, and therefore at present, they will not count as qualifiers.

· Medal and Stableford competitions

PF has asked for clarification about payment and medal/stableford competitions:
· If you do not pay to enter, you cannot win a prize

· The round will still count as a qualifying competition.
· There is a nine month exemption after obtaining a handicap, before qualifiers are required for silverware competitions.
· Pin position on greens
The promised notice showing the position of the pin on the ninth green has not yet appeared in the starters hut

MB to discuss with Andrew/Mark
· Putting green flags

These have been removed as the poles were disintegrating. Currently there are no available funds to replace them.

· Supporters Trophy on Ladies Club Championship Day

As the Supporters Trophy for the best gross score was donated by Lesley Wills, the title on the winners board will be changed to ’Lesley Wills Trophy’
